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Understanding Qualified Small Business Stock (QSBS):
A Tax Perspective

Business owners and investors who are starting a small business are embarking in a venture not just
for potential returns, but also may qualify for some unique tax advantages that come with it. One of the
most significant benefits is derived from Qualified Small Business Stock (QSBS), which is designed to
incentivize investment in eligible small businesses. This article explores what QSBS is, the benefits it
offers, and key considerations for investors.

| What is Qualified Small Business Stock (QSBS)?

Qualified Small Business Stock refers to shares in a qualified small business that meet specific criteria
set by the Internal Revenue Code (IRC) Section 1202. To qualify as QSBS, the stock must meet the
following requirements:

1. Issuing Entity: The stock must be issued by a domestic C corporation with gross assets not exceeding
$50 million at the time of issuance. S-Corporation stock does not qualify.

2. Active Business Requirement: The corporation must use at least 80% of its assets in the active
conduct of a qualified trade or business. Certain businesses, such as those in the service industry (law,
health, finance), may be excluded.

3. Acquisition Timing: The investor must acquire the stock at its original issuance, directly from the
corporation, in exchange for money, property, or as compensation for services.

4. Holding Period: The investor must hold the stock for at least five years to take full advantage of the
tax benefits.

5. Investor: Only individual investors qualify for the gain exclusion benefits.
| Tax Benefits of QSBS
The most attractive feature of QSBS is the potential for capital gains exclusion. Here’s how it works:

1. Exclusion of Capital Gains: If you meet the five year holding period requirement, you may exclude up
to 100% of the capital gains from the sale of QSBS. This exclusion applies to gains up to $10 million
or 10 times your adjusted basis in the stock, whichever is greater.

2. Alternative Minimum Tax (AMT) Relief: The gain exclusion also applies for AMT purposes, meaning
that if you qualify for the exclusion, you won't have to pay AMT on those gains.

While QSBS offers substantial tax benefits, investors should consider several factors:

| Other Facts

Section 1202 of the internal revenue code applies only to Federal taxation. States may or may not
comply with this beneficial tax treatment. In the state of California, this exclusion does not apply.
Therefore, gains from selling QSBS stocks will still be subject to California income taxes at the taxpayer’s
individual state tax rate.

The above discussed Federal 100% exclusion of capital gains only applies to original qualified small
business stocks purchased after 9/27/2010. QSBS stocks purchased prior to this date have different
excludable percentages:

1. If purchased during 8/10/1993 to 2/17/2009, a 50% capital gain exclusion is allowed after 5 year
holding period is met. Furthermore, such exclusion may be subject to AMT.

2. If purchased during 2/18/2009 to 9/27/2010, a 75% capital gain exclusion is allowed after 5 year
holding period is met. Furthermore, such exclusion may be subject to AMT.

3. Stocks acquired before 8/10/1993 do not qualify for exclusion.

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LLC Governance and the Business Judgment Rule:
Key Takeaways from Tuli v. Specialty Surgical Center

The Tuli v. Specialty Surgical Center of Thousand Oaks, LLC decision from the California Court of Appeal offers
a deep dive into corporate governance, fiduciary duty, and the use of operating agreements in LLCs to protect
business interests. The case presents important lessons on the limits of member rights, the application of the
business judgment rule, and the impact of contractual provisions like the "terminating event" clause.

. Background

Randhir Tuli, the plaintiff, was a non-physician co-founder of the Specialty Surgical Center of Thousand Oaks, LLC
(the “LLC”), a business that allowed physicians to own the facilities where they performed surgeries. This business
model enabled physicians to not only earn their surgical fees but also to share in the surgery center's profits. Tuli
initially contributed to the growth of the company but, over time, became inactive while continuing to receive
substantial distributions from the LLC.

When Tuli later disrupted a stock offering by sending a threatening letter to prospective investors alleging illegal
conduct by the LLC, the company's governing board invoked the “terminating event” clause in the LLC’s operating
agreement. This clause allowed for the termination of a member’s ownership rights if the member acted in a way
that harmed the company and failed to remedy the situation. Tuli refused to cure his actions and was ultimately
removed from the LLC without compensation for his shares.

| Key Legal Findings
1. Application of the Business Judgment Rule

The court found that the LLC’s governing board was entitled to the protections of the business judgment rule,
which shields directors and managers from personal liability when they make decisions in good faith, on an
informed basis, and with the belief that their actions are in the best interests of the company. The board’s
decision to terminate Tuli's shares, in light of his disruptive actions, was within their discretion and consistent
with their fiduciary duties to protect the company.

The court also emphasized that the board acted rationally, even if Tuli’s ouster increased the remaining board
members' proportional ownership in the LLC. Since Tuli had already been compensated handsomely for his
investment (receiving over $3 million from an initial $100,000 investment), the termination was not deemed an
improper forfeiture.

2. No Improper Forfeiture or Penalty

Tuli argued that the termination of his ownership for $0 amounted to a forfeiture and an unenforceable
penalty. However, the court rejected this argument, explaining that the terminating event clause in the
operating agreement was intended to address serious breaches of conduct by a member that could harm
the company. The court noted that such clauses are lawful as long as they bear a reasonable relationship to
the harm anticipated by the company at the time of the agreement’s execution. In this case, Tuli’s actions
jeopardized a $60 million investment by Symbion (another co-investor), making the zero valuation of his
shares a reasonable consequence.

3. Derivative Nature of Fiduciary Duty Claims

The court determined that Tuli's claim for breach of fiduciary duty was derivative in nature, meaning it
belonged to the company rather than to Tuli personally. Under California law, derivative actions are brought
on behalf of the company when a member believes the company has been harmed, but not directly harmed
themselves. The court noted that because the harm Tuli alleged impacted the LLC as a whole (i.e., through
disrupted business and lost profits), the claim was derivative and could not be pursued individually
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The court pointed out that Tuli had been given an opportunity to cure the terminating event by apologizing
and retracting his false claims, but he refused. Instead, Tuli escalated the situation by threatening further legal
action against the LLC and its members. This refusal justified the board’s decision to terminate his ownership
interest without further compensation

. Practical Takeaways for Business Owners and LLC Members
- Well-Drafted Operating Agreements Matter: The case demonstrates the importance of having a clear and
enforceable operating agreement in place. The “terminating event” provision allowed the LLC to protect itself
from members whose actions harmed the company. Business owners should ensure their agreements are
comprehensive and clearly defi T ne the conditions under which a member can be removed.

4. Failure to Cure Terminating Event

- The Business Judgment Rule as a Shield: LLC boards that make informed, good-faith decisions to protect the
company’s interests are often shielded from personal liability under the business judgment rule. This case
reinforces the principle that courts will not interfere with business decisions made for legitimate reasons,
absent fraud or bad faith.

- Importance of Curing Actions: If an LLC member engages in harmful behavior, they should take any opportunity
to cure their actions before a terminating event clause is invoked. Tuli’s refusal to apologize or retract his false
statements led to his removal without compensation.

- Derivative vs. Direct Claims: Business members should understand the difference between derivative and direct
claims. Harm to the company, rather than personal harm, requires the member to bring a derivative action on
behalf of the LLC.

. Conclusion

The Tuli decision offers a critical reminder to LLC members and business owners about the importance of
protecting the company's interests through well-crafted operating agreements and the business judgment rule.
It also highlights the limits of member rights when their actions harm the company and underscores the court's
willingness to uphold contractual provisions designed to safeguard the business from disruptive behavior.
